Founded
in the 10th century, Oran has been ruled by

the Spanish, Turkish, and French, and was once
home to a large Jewish community. The cultural
influences of these diverse histories are still

visible in the city today.

This 24 day in-depth journey into the Sahara

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DAY 2 TUNIS,BARDO,CARTHAGE
AND SIDI BOU SAID

After breakfast we depart for a visit to the Bardo
Museum, home to the world’s finest collection of
Roman mosaics, as well as many works of art from the
different periods that mark Tunisia’s history. Next,

we enjoy a guided visit to the old walled city of Tunis,
including the UNESCO listed Medina with its maze of
ancient narrow alleyways, housing hundreds of varied
and colorful shops. We will enjoy an authentic Tunisian

lunch at a charming restaurant the heart of the Medina.

This afternoon we’ll visit the ruins of the first South
Mediterranean capital, Carthage, to see the Antonin
baths and the Carthage museum. The day ends with a
visit to the picturesque village of Sidi Bou Said which

is built on the hillside and overlooking the Bay of
Tunis. The blue and white houses are Andalusian in
architecture, and dotted with souvenir shops and small
art galleries. We'll enjoy dinner at a local restaurant and

return to our hotel.

DAY 3 TOKAIROUAN, SBEITLA
AND TOZEUR

After breakfast we drive to Kairouan, Tunisia’s spiritual

heart. We begin by visiting the tranquil Aghlabite

basins, ancient reservoirs that once supplied water
to the city, followed by the Mausoleum of Sidi Sahbi,
a revered religious figure known as the “Barber of
the Prophet” due to his connection to the Prophet
Muhammad. Next, we explore the Great Mosque

of Okba, a stunning 9th-century structure famous
for its courtyard designed to channel rainwater into

underground cisterns.

We continue our journey to the archaeological site
of Sbeitla, where we’ll discover the ancient city of
Sufetula, with its remarkably preserved Roman
temples and ruins. We enjoy a relaxing lunch in
Sbeitla before traveling onward to Tozeur, passing
through Gafsa along the way. Upon arrival in Tozeur,
we will enjoy dinner at a local restaurant soaking up

the unique desert atmosphere.

DAY 4 JEEP TRIP TO NEFTA
AND ONG JMAL (STAR WARS SET)

Begin your day with a journey to the iconic Star Wars
sets in Nefta, where we’ll explore the famous Mos
Espa and Lars Homestead locations, immortalized in
the legendary film series. From there, we venture into
the heart of the desert oasis region, trekking through
the stunning landscapes of Chebika, Tamaghza, and
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Mides. Here, lush palm groves and winding streams
offer a serene contrast to the surrounding arid

terrain, creating a picturesque oasis of tranquility.

After our adventure, we'll indulge in a delightful
lunch at a local restaurant, savoring the flavors of

CITY TOUR

Today we begin our exploration of Algeria with a visit
to some of the best archeological sites and museums in
the country. We will visit the amazing Roman ruins at
Tipaza, located at the foot of the Chenoua Mountains
overlooking the Mediterranean Sea. Due to its history,
Tipaza is today a fascinating mix of Phoenician, Roman,
early Christian and Byzantine ruins. We will also visit
the Royal Mausoleum of Mauretania, built in the 3rd
century BC, before our return drive to Algiers. We end
the day with a visit to the Royal Tomb of Cleopatra
Selene, a fascinating monument steeped in legend and

history.

DAY 13 TO CONSTANTINE, DJEMILA

We embark on a captivating journey to Djemila,
exploring the stunning UNESCO-listed Cuicul Roman
site, where ancient history comes alive. We travel
along scenic routes to the vibrant city of Constantine,

renowned for its breathtaking bridges and rich culture.

visit offers a fascinating glimpse into the grandeur of
Roman North Africa. Our adventure continues toward
Biskra, passing dramatic landscapes along the way. We
will make a stop to marvel at the stunning balconies
of El Ghoufi, natural terraces carved into the cliffs,
offering breathtaking views.

DAY 16 BOUSSAADA

We continue our journey to Boussaada, stopping at
El Kantara, the legendary “Gateway to the Sahara,”
where the desert landscape stretches endlessly
before us. Upon arrival in Boussaada, a charming
town known for its rich cultural heritage, we visit
the Nasr Eddine Dinet Museum, dedicated to the
celebrated French-Algerian artist whose vivid
paintings beautifully depict the landscapes, people,
and traditions of North Africa.

time to explore the artisan market.

DAY 17 DRIVE TO GHARDAIA

Today, we travel from Boussaada to Ghardaia, home
to the Mozabite people (their culture is listed under
UNESCO), journeying through the heart of the Sa-
hara. We continue our journey and arrive in Ghardaia
by the afternoon where we will have time to rest

before dinner.

Overnight in Ghardaia.

DAY 18 SITES OF GHARDAIA,
M°'ZAB VALLEY

Our continued exploration of this scenic town will
include the traditional market of Beni Isguen, as well
as the complex irrigation and well-water systems

to support the date and olive oil industries. There
are actually five towns in the Ghardaia oasis and we
will visit some of the Ksars (fortified North African
villages or towns). In the afternoon return to our

hotel and dinner.

Overnight in Ghardaia.
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DAY 19 GHARDAIA - MINARET OF KSAR
BOUNOURA, NEW KSAR OF TAFILELT

We continue our exploration of the captivating M’zab
Valley and Ghardaia region, discovering the historic
Minaret of Ksar Bounoura, a striking symbol of the
area’s rich heritage. Our adventure leads us to the
New Ksar of Tafilelt, where traditional architecture
and daily life come alive. We also explore the
ingenious irrigation system and lush palm groves,
witnessing how nature and human ingenuity thrive

together.

Overnight in Ghardaia.

DAY 20 TO TIMIMOUN

We depart for the enchanting oasis town of Timimoun,
journeying through the striking landscapes of the
Sahara. Along the way, we visit the historic Saint-
Joseph Church and the ancient citadel in El Golea,
where centuries of history and culture await our
discovery. As we continue our route to Timimoun, we
are surrounded by endless desert vistas and charming
settlements, showing the timeless beauty and serenity

of this remarkable region.

Overnight in Timimoun.

DAY 21 TIMIMOUN - IGHZER PLATEAU

We enjoy a leisurely stroll through the city center,
soaking in the relaxed atmosphere and local charm.
Afterwards we set out in 4x4 vehicles to explore the
remarkable landscapes surrounding Timimoun. Our
journey begins with a visit to the Ighzer Plateau,
where dramatic cliffs, ancient caves, and a historic
fort offer a glimpse into the region’s rich past. We
then continue through a breathtaking landscape

of palm groves, sand dunes, and traditional ksour
(fortified villages). Along the way, we discover

the ingenious foggaras, an ancient underground

irrigation system that still sustains life in this

arid environment. In the evening, we’ll witness a
breathtaking sunset over the desert dunes; a truly

unforgettable experience.

Overnight in Timimoun.

DAY 22 ORAN

This morning we’ll dpeart for the airport and our
flight to Oran. Upon arrival, we visit the Fort of
Santa Cruz, a historic fortress built in the 16th
century by the Spanish. Perched on a hilltop, the
fort offers breathtaking panoramic views of the city
of Oran and the Mediterranean Sea, making it one

of the most iconic landmarks in the area.

DAY 23 ORAN TO ALGIERS

This morning we delve into the rich cultural heritage
of Oran, Algeria’s second-largest city, with a visit

to its bustling city center, where modern life meets
colonial history. Step back in time with a visit to the
Theatre of Oran, an iconic landmark that has hosted

countless performances since its opening.

9.HOW DO WETRAVEL DURING THE TOUR?
Alllocal transportation is included in the land price of the trip.
We use an air-conditioned coach for road travel. We also travel
by plane, 4-wheel-drive vehicles, camel and by boat.

We always stay in good accommodations that have been cho-
sen on the basis of location, atmosphere and local charm.

7.WHAT ABOUT THE WEATHER?

Our trips run in February and the weather can be cooler at
this time of year.

Daytime temperatures are around 52°F-63°F (11°C-17°C), al-
though the further south you go, the higher the temperatures
are. Rain in the north averages about 2 inches a month at the

times we visit but there are places in southern Tunisia that
haven’t seen rain for years.

A non-refundable deposit of $500 (plus insurance if you
require it) is due at time of booking and will reserve your
place on the tour. Payment of the full land cost is due 120
days before departure. Cancellation charges are applicable
